The referee seminar will be held on Saturday and Sunday, at 07.30 in the referee room at the 
venue, and be led by the EFC Delegate, who will provide evaluation of all referees during 
individual competitions. Participation is mandatory. Referee’s age limit is minimum 18 and 
maximum 60 years of age.
